14 fat quarters* assorted bright
check prints

Y2 yard each of 5 assorted bright
stripes

9 fat quarters* assorted bright
stripes

3% yards backing fabric

Twin-size quilt batting

*fat quarter = 18" x 20"

Cutting
Measurements include %" seam
allowances. Patterns for templates are
on page 22.
From each of 8 ("2-yard) dot
prints, cut:
* 2 (7"-wide) strips. From strips,
cut 6 (7") squares. Place cut-
away template and quarter circle
template atop each square, aligning
straight edges; cut along curved
edges (Background Cutting Diagram).
* 6 Wedges.

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From each of 6 ("2-yard) dot

prints, cut:

* 2 (7"-wide) strips. From strips,
cut 6 (7") squares.

From each dot print fat quarter,
cut:
* 6 Wedges.
From each check print fat
quarter, cut:
* 6 Wedges.
From each stripe "2 yard, cut:
2 (2%"-wide) bias strips for
binding.
* 6 Wedges.
From each stripe fat quarter, cut:
* 6 Wedges.

Block Assembly

1. Select 1 set of 3 similar-color
wedges: 1 check, 1 dot, and 1 stripe;
1 background piece, and 1 quarter
circle.

2. Join wedges as shown in Arc

3. Lay out arc, background piece,
and quarter circle as shown in Block
Assembly Diagram. Join to complete
1 Fan block (Block Diagram). In
the same manner, make 14 sets of 6

matching blocks. (4 blocks are extra)

Quilt Assembly

1. Lay out blocks as shown in photo
on page 18 and Quilt Top Assembly
Diagram.

2. Join into rows; join rows to

complete quilt top.
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Finishing

1. Divide backing into 2 (1%-yard)
lengths. Join panels lengthwise. Seam
will run horizontally.

2. Layer backing, batting, and quilt
top; baste. Quilt as desired. Quilt
shown was quilted with allover loops
and squiggles (Quilting Diagram on
page 21).

3. Join 2%"-wide assorted stripes
into 1 continuous piece for French-

fold binding. Add binding to quilt.

Sew Smartw

Instead of mitering the binding
corners, gently round the
corners of quilt sandwich
before adding binding. —Liz
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
